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Changes to the Syllabus and Assessment

Syllabus

2024 Syllabus Objectives 3.8.6 and 3.8.7 have been removed.

All other syllabus objectives are either unchanged or involve minor wording changes only.
Assessment

Due to the IFOA's announcement that the introduction of Objective-Based Assessment (OBA) for
the CB subjects is delayed, the Assessment section of the Study Guide has been updated. It now
reads:

At the time of writing it is unknown what the assessment method is for Subject CB2. The IFoA
have previously announced that the exam will be changing to Objective-Based Assessment (OBA),
but it is unclear when this change will take place. You should therefore monitor communications
from the IFoA for further details.

If it is to be an Objective Based Assessment (OBA), the assessment is expected be in the form of a
2 hour timed, online objective-based assessment (OBA) examination. This is likely to consist of 60
questions of varying styles. Sample questions illustrating the form of the question types are
available on the IFOA website.

If it is to use a traditional (non-OBA) approach, the assessment is expected to consist of one 3
hour 20 minute timed, online examination. This time includes reading time, as well as the time
taken for students to download and/or print the question paper.

In this case, students can expect to answer a number of questions of varying marks, using
Microsoft Word to construct and type their answers.
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Changes to the Core Reading and ActEd material

This section contains all the non-trivial changes to the Core Reading and ActEd text.
Core Reading

The Core Reading referenced in Module 19, Section 5 of the 2024 CMP is Chapter 21, Section 5 of
the textbook. For the 2025 exams, the majority of Chapter 21, Section 5 of the textbook has been
removed from Core Reading. Only Box 21.7 from Chapter 21, Section 5 of the textbook remains
Core Reading for the 2025 exams.

Practice Questions

The practice questions at the end of each chapter have been updated. They now contain a
mixture of objective-based assessment (OBA) questions and traditional non-OBA questions. To
avoid potential confusion, no questions are labelled as ‘exam-style’ in the 2025 materials given
the lack of certainty about the format of the 2025 exams.

The practice questions in the 2024 materials continue to represent good practice. You should
however ignore the ‘exam-style’ icons.
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Changes to the X Assignments

Following the IFOA’s announcement late in 2023 that the CB1 and CB2 exams in 2024 would be in
the ‘established written assessment format’, rather than OBA, ActEd released new assignments in
the traditional format for students sitting the exam in 2024. These were made available to you
through the relevant course in the Hub.

There have been only minor changes to these traditional format assignments for 2025 and the
assignments available to you on the Hub are now the 2025 versions that reflect these
amendments. These 2025 versions are also suitable for submitting for marking during the 2025
session.
